JFW and Internet Explorer Lesson

1. Start Internet Explorer (IE) by pressing the Windows Logo Key, the letter P for programs, then press the letter I until you hear Internet Explorer, then the Enter key.  The teacher can create shortcut keys to automatically open IE.

2. Internet Explorer will now open to your homepage.

3. JFW will now begin reading the web page.

4. At first, have your students stop JFW from reading the entire web page by pressing the Control key.  Then have them use the Down Arrow key to read the web page in a more controlled manner.  Reading stops on each link.

5. When the student hears a link which interest him or her, it can be activated (clicked on) by pressing the Enter Key or the numeric keypad “/”   This will take the student to a new web page.

6. Repeat steps 4 and 5 when JFW begins reading the new web page.

7. To return to the prior web page, press Alt + left arrow.  To jump to the next web page, press Alt + right arrow.  These keystrokes work with or without JFW.

8. To view a list of available link, have the student press Insert + F7.  This will open a dialog box of available links on the web page.  To review the available links, use the up and down arrow keys.  To select a link, listen for it’s name and when heard, press the enter key to activate the link.

9. Have the student practice on a variety of web pages using these new keystrokes.
