JFW and Online Encyclopedias

1.
Open Internet Explorer with either a hotkey or by pressing the Windows logo key, 
then P for Programs, then I until Internet Explorer is heard, and then the Enter 
key.

2.
Press CONTROL + O to open the Open Dialog box.  Type in 
www.encyclopedia.com, and press the Enter key.  This will open the 
Encyclopedia Online website.  Remember to press the CONTROL key to silence 
JFW.

3.
Press CONTROL + INSERT + HOME to jump to the first form field, and 
remember to press the Enter key to turn Forms Mode on.  
Enter your search 
terms.  For this lesson type in, “Nikola Tesla” and press the Enter key.  

4.
Remember to use the CONTROL key to silence JFW.  Then read the page using 
the down arrow.  This time use INSERT + F7 to bring up the links list dialog box.  
The links list dialog box contains all of the links found on the current web page, in 
TAB order.  Use your up or down arrow to locate the link entitled, “Tesla, Nikola”.  
Press the Enter key to activate the link.

5.
After pressing the CONTROL key, use the down arrow key to read about Nikola 
Tesla.  The provided information is brief, but free and includes a bibliography.

6.
For a more in-depth resource, try CONTROL + O, then type in www.xrefer.com.


This has many more resources, but is more difficult to navigate.  It not only 
provides an online encyclopedia, but also a dictionary and thesaurus.

7.
Use ALT + left arrow to return to encyclopedia.com, and press CONTROL + 
INSERT + HOME to move to the first form field.  Now enter your own search 
terms to see what you can find, then press the Enter key to start the search.  
Practice with a variety of different topics.
